New 
flooring had to be installed in the entire lower hallway, 
new carpet in the stairwell with the fixtures being reset, 
walls painted, and floors redone in the restroom area. 
Thank goodness for insurance, even though we don’t 
like to write the premiums. The end is in sight.
